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Modi fications to the TELNET Specification

Al most four nonths have passed since the new TELNET Protoco

speci ficati on was published. Since then, only two RFCs have been

i ssued suggesting nodifications, and the nobst recent of these was
distributed two nonths ago. Further, the date fromthe old TELNET to
the new TELNET (1 January 1974) is only four nonths away. It
therefore seens appropriate to officially nodify the specification to
account for the suggested nodifications, and to declare a noratorium
on the incorporation of additional suggestions until after the
switchover. (OF course, no noratoriumon the specification of

addi tional options is required.)

The two attached docunents represent the revised TELNET Protoco
speci fications; they replace NI C #15372, TELNET Protoco
Specification, and NI C #15373, TELNET Opti on Specifications. The
remai nder of this RFC sumarizes the changes. Page nunbers refer to
the earlier docunents.

(see RFC #513).

Page 16 - An additional command, End of Subnegoti ation
Paraneters (SE) is defined (see RFCs 513, 529).
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Changes to TELNET Option Specifications

Pages 2, 3 - Use of the command SE is explained (see RFCs 513,
529).
Page 3 - Doubling of 1AC in subnegotiation paranmeters is

required (see RFC #513).
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
