Publicati on of Results

One neasure of the success of a workshop is the resulting publication
of research. Wiile the workshop itself is closed, it should serve as
a stimulus to generate a series of high-quality papers for subsequent
open neetings.

Sessi on Organi zation

The workshop is divided into four (4) schedul ed sessions, each
centered on one phase of the problemto be discussed. Normally, the
wor kshop chairman will assign to each session chairman the task of
clarifying the subsidiary questions to be discussed in his session.
Each session is divided into "talks." The speakers are designated as
di scussion | eaders. Most participants at the workshop will be

di scussi on | eaders at one of the sessions. The session chairman wll
attenpt to provide each speaker with the tine he requests (within

[imts). Normally, five to ten mnutes will be allowed for forma
presentation, with 15 to 30 m nutes reserved for discussion and
debate. In addition, the chairman nmay include a general discussion

period at the end of the session.
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
